Look at the text (or words) on page 32 and say the word
seasons. The seasons are the different parts of the year that is broken up
aD by the weather. We have different weather in different seasons. Think about
SAY our guiding question: Why is knowing about the weather important? How
does the story tell us to use the weather in our lives? Turn to the person next
to you and share the type of weather you have where you live.
