Ask students to share the words they noticed with a partner and what they
might mean. Listen in to their discussions to see if they chose the same word
you planned to highlight today.

=D Let's explore the unknown words together. What vocabulary words do you

Allow students to share the vocabulary words that are new to them.

=D the word decision-making. The word decision-making refers to how to pick
SAY from available choices. How do you make a responsible decision? The better

Share time

=D We are going to discuss how we show responsible decision-making in our
SAY own lives.

Share one time you have shown responsible decision-making in your own
life as a model for students. For example, share a time when you had to
make an important/ responsible decision, such as finishing a chore before
watching TV.

a Think of an example when you had to make a responsible decision. Be ready
to share with a partner. Turn to the person next to you and share your
SAY  thinking.

Give students time to share with a partner.
