In Unit 3 we are going to explore the double consonant rule of consonant
a vowel consonant consonant words. Remember that letters are either a
vowel (a, e, i, 0, u) or a consonant (other letters). Words in this unit will
SAY begin with a consonant, then have a vowel, and finish with two consonants.
When we read CVCC words, most words have the short vowel sound for the
vowel. For example, buzz is a CVCC word, so we read the word [b/ [u/ [z] =
buzz. Let’s review the short sounds of the vowels.

Show the q, e, i, 0, u sound letter cards and review the sounds.

a We use the short vowel sound and sometimes a special sound called a
schwa sound when we read CVCC words. We will explore CVCC words during
SAY this lesson that use the short vowel sound.
