After your writing is finalized, we are going to congratulate each other
with a celebration of our learning. We are going to finish the final draft
step of the writing process today. We will take time to make a final copy of
our drawing and opinion writing piece. Before we get started, | want to
remind you to use what we've learned to do and not to do in the stories
we've read. [Hold the stories up to show students.]

Listen as students share to confirm students’ ability to ask and answer
questions in order to seek help, get information, or clarify something that is
not understood.
