Let’'s all thank our partners for their feedback with a handshake, high five,
or fist bump. Now, we are going to polish our writing by adding to it or
changing it based on the one thing your partner and teacher said you
did well and one thing you should fix to make your narrative writing
stronger. Let's look back at our Interactive Narrative Writing Piece and
our feedback. One thing we did well was state the topic of our narrative

QD writing piece and how we felt about it. One thing we can do better is

SAY adding more information about our story event. So, 1 am going to go
back to this sentence, “When | got to the beach | played in the sand.” |
am going to add more information about what | really did. | left
something out. | am going to change my sentence to, “When | got to the
beach | played in the sand. | got so hot | jumped in the cold water.” Can
you give me a thumbs up if you agree?
