QD felt about it. One thing we can do better is adding more information about

SAY our story event. So, | am going to go back to these sentences: “One day |
went to the park. | always bring my car to zoom down the slide.” | am going
to add more details. | am going to change these sentences to: “One day we
were rushing to go to the park before it rained. | love to bring my cars to
zoom down the slide.” Can you give me a thumbs up if you agree?

Check for student understanding with thumb-o-meter.
