Some words we can sound out now, some words we'll learn how to sound

out later, and some words are rule breakers and we can't sound out. Words

Display the word through.

It begins with a consonant digraph [th/ followed by another consonant [r/.
Then, we have a new spelling we haven't learned yet, o-u-g-h pronounced
/oo/ in this word. Let's sound out the whole thing. Sound it out with me using
your sound mapping boxes.

Sound out [th] [t/ [oo] = “through”.

All those letters and it's actually only 3 sounds. Excellent!
