Give students time to share with a partner.

How can your relationship skills help you navigate an argument
or discussion with your friends?
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Give students time to share with a partner. Listen as students share to
assess student understanding of SEL: Relationship Skills focus and ability to
recount experiences and use complete sentences. At the end of the time
period, thank the students for sharing and remind them to practice their
relationship skills.
