We are going to continue to discuss how we show responsible
decision-making in our own lives. Think of an example when you made a

decisions in a particular situation? How do you practice responsible
decision-making?

Listen as students share to assess student understanding of SEL:
Responsible Decision-Making focus and ability to recount experiences and
use complete sentences. At the end of the time period, thank the students
for sharing and remind them to practice their responsible decision-making.
