When we practice reading the words, it can help us read the words faster
and faster. This helps us learn to read smoothly like when we are speaking!
aD Repeat our chant after me!
SAY “It's time to read the words!
It's time to read the words, so we can read smoothly, like we are speaking!”

Say one sentence at a time of the Read the Words chant and ask the
students to repeat after you.

Let's practice reading words today!
aD We are going to read the words. When we practice reading the words, it

SAY helps us read faster and faster. This helps us focus on what we can learn
from the words. Let's look at the first sentence.

Point to the first sentence: | know how to knead dough.

[eee] Let's start reading. If we come to a word we don't know, we'll stop and figure
SAY it out. Here we go.
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Guide the students along in the sentence stopping to decode words when
necessary. If students become stuck on a word, use the decoding
strategies we've been practicing.

Underline any letters that go together. Put dots under your vowels.
Draw in the syllable break.

Look for the spelling patterns.

Name any phonetic rules that help with pronunciation.
