=D Now we are going to go back to a few pages and look closely at the pictures

SAY and words to help us retell the story with key details.
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Complete the second step of the Close Reading process 2. Read portions of
the text closely for academic vocabulary, deeper understanding of topic,
and annotate text.

In the story we learn about a bully and the lesson she learned about

treating other people. Look at the text (or words) on page 22 and say the

word dared. Dared means to have courage to do something. No one dared
=D to stand up to the bullies in the story. Turn to the person next to you and
share if you think the characters in the story understood their thoughts
and feelings. Why or why not? Did the characters make the best choices? It
is not okay or allowed to bully our friends? We will play nicely with kind
words and safe bodies.

Complete the third step of the Close Reading process 3. Use annotations
and text-dependent questions to collect information and check student
understanding.

Now let’'s think about the key details of the story. Think about this
text-dependent question: What are the most important events in the
story? Use key details and evidence from the story to support your thinking.

=D Close your eyes and massage your brains and think about your answer.

SAY What are the most important events in the story? Use key details from the
story and evidence to support your thinking. Be ready to share with a
partner. Turn to the person next to you and take turns sharing your
thinking.
