=D Look at the text (or words) on page 6 and say the word wavered. Wavered

SAY means unsteady or wobbly. The moon wavered. Turn to the person next to
you and share the main events at the end of the story. Does this little boy
and his mom ever find horseshoe crabs? How do you know? What did they
see and learn? Use story evidence.
