Use the Sentence Starters to help add your information about our topic,
=D inspiring stories. Before we get started, | want to remind you to be sure to use
SAY what we've learned in the books we've explored. | will come to each student
and support your thinking and writing. Time to get started!
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Rotate and support student thinking with probing questions like: What is
some information you explored in our stories? Why do you think this
information is important? Support students with dictating the thoughts
represented in their pictures if needed.
