We will take time to make a final copy
of our drawing and informative writing piece. Before we get started, |
want to remind you to be sure to use what we've learned in the books
we've explored.
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Give students space to create the final copy of their drawings and writing.
Rotate the room to provide support to students.

Ask guests to rotate
the room to visit the students and read students’ informative writing one at
a time. Provide Showcase of Learning Prompts to guests. (What topic did
you learn about? What did you learn about the topic? What did you include
about the topic in your writing piece? What did you learn about yourself?
What would you do differently?)
